As human beings, we all deal with life’s hurts, hang-ups, and habits, and Jesus left heaven to minister 

to those needs.

The goal of this campaign is to teach us to make the healing choices that will help us to become 

Christ-like in character.  This spiritual journey begins when we admit our need.  In the very first Be-

atitude, Jesus said, ñGod blesses those who realize their need for Him.ò (Matthew 5:3)  When we 

reach the end of our rope and give up our self-sufficiency, God can move into our lives with healing 

and growth. 
 

Ten small groups are planned; however, more can be added if necessary. Sign-up sheets will be made 

available soon.
